Additional
bonus dollars will be based on tournament revenues.

This fund is supported with dollars from
tournament revenues, individual donors, and with the
support of corporations through a “Charity Partner”
program. These dollars will be distributed annually, and
are designed not to compete with, but to enhance the
benefits for the 500+ charities that participate in the
program.
